
A warm welcome!
The Bodensee-Vorarlberg region, with its towns of Bregenz, Dornbirn, Hohenems and Feldkirch mingles urbane flair with 
a pastoral idyll. Nowhere else in Austria has the juxtaposition of old and new architecture such a striking effect on the 
landscape. In the towns as well as the villages. The new architecture in particular reveals what is important to the people 
in these parts: aesthetics, functionality and well thought-out frugality, since the houses are also striking in their exemplary 
low energy consumption.

The cultural scene is extremely lively. The major festivals include the Bregenz Festival, the Bregenz Spring Dance 
Festival, the Schubertiade Hohenems and the Feldkirch Festival. Plays, music and cabaret are hosted on stages both 
large and small throughout the year.

Museums hold exciting exhibitions. Some of the most-visited buildings include Kunsthaus Bregenz, the interactive nature 
museum inatura and the Rolls-Royce Museum in Dornbirn as well as the Jewish Museum Hohenems.

The countryside is breathtakingly beautiful: the Mediterranean-like shores of Lake Constance, the expansive plains in the 
Rhine Valley, the gently rising panoramic mountains. Hiking and cycling paths abound.

Toll Sticker 
The use of all motorways and dual carriageways in Austria  
(in Vorarlberg, these are the A14 and the S16) is subject 
to a fee. You can buy a 10-day, 2-month or a yearly toll 
sticker. 

The so-called KorridorVignette entitles motorists to travel 
on the “corridor” of the A14 Rhine Valley/Walgau motor-
way in Vorarlberg, which is a stretch approx. 23 km long 
between the German border and the junction at Hohe-
nems. It costs € 2 (single journey) or € 4 (return journey) 
and is valid 24 hours from time of issuing.

HIKING AND NORDIC WALKING

Follow any one of the numerous hiking paths either on the flat or 
up to the mountains with a view. On the Nordic walking trails – 
about 65 in total – expect to meet locals and visitors alike. Here 
are descriptions of some of the particularly scenic routes.

Hörbranz: Around Bad Diezlings 
From the Diezlings inn, the trail takes you on a circular path 
7 km in length, across the Leiblach, the river bordering Germany, 
through forests and fields, and past farmhouses. Difference in 
height: 90 m, walking time: approx. 1.40 hours

Eichenberg: Views of Lake Constance 
The path, 8.1 km in length, leaves the “Lutzenreute” plot 
in the direction of the Pfänder. Particularly impressive are the 
various views across Lake Constance, the foothills of the Alps 
and the mountains of the Bregenzerwald. Difference in height: 
250 m, walking time: 2.10 hours

Bregenz: Promenade – Weißenreute-tour
The 9.9 km route starts from the promenade next to the hermitage 
in Lochau, and takes you in the direction of the Pfänder. It follows 
the circular hiking path in the direction of Isel mountain and contin-
ues on as far as the state library. Take the cycle- and footpath of 
the former Wälderbahn line towards to the lakeside path. 
Difference in height: 150 m, walking time: 1.40 hours

Dornbirn: Bödele
At the top of the pass of the Bödele, the 4.5 km long path branches 
off to the left across the Geißkopf and the Lorena pass as far as the 
leisurely Berchtolds-Höhe between Alberschwende and Schwarzen-
berg in the Bregenzerwald. Difference in height: 50 m, walking time: 
1.30 hours

Hohenems: Up the Schlossberg 
The 3.7 km long route commences and ends next to the church in  
Hohenems. From here, you go up to Alt-Ems ruins, to the “Gsätzli” 
lookout point, and return to Hohenems via an agricultural path. 
Difference in height: 290 m, walking time: 1.20 hours 

Feldkirch: To the castle ruins on the Schellenberg
From Feldkirch/Auf der Egg, the 5 km long path takes you to the  
Schellenberg, a popular hiking area, and to its castle ruins. Mag-
nificent views await during the walk! Difference in height: 120 m, 
walking time: approx. 1 hour (plus 15-minute detour to the castle)

Old masonry
■	 Bregenz’s landmark is its Martinsturm. Originally constructed as 

a store, it was converted into a watchtower in around 1600. Its ba-
roque, wooden-shingle onion dome is the largest in Central Europe.

■	 Of the “Hohenbregenz” fortress (today‘s Gebhardsberg ruins), all 
that is left are the remains of the walls. Picturesque ensemble with 
inner courtyard and church.

■	 St. Gallus parish church in Bregenz. Renovated in the 18th century 
according to the plans of the baroque master builder Franz Anton 
Beer. A lovely example of Lake Constance baroque art. 

■	 The Rote Haus in Dornbirn, the town’s landmark. The house – dating 
back to the 17th century – is one of the last baroque Rhine Valley 
houses in Vorarlberg. These days, it houses a restaurant serving 
traditional fare. 

■	 The Renaissance palace in Hohenems (16th century) was once the 
residence of the Counts of Ems. A clever marriage policy meant that 
they were related to the Italian Medici family.

■	 The ruins of one of Central Europe’s largest castles can be visited 
close to Hohenems: today’s Alt-Ems ruins was 800 m long and up  
to 85 m wide, had 7 gates, one drawbridge and 47 rooms.

■	 The ruins of former Alt-Montfort castle can be viewed close to 
Weiler. Destroyed in the 15th century during the Appenzell Wars.

■	 The basilica in Rankweil (from the 15th century) sits enthroned  
on an inselberg.

■	 From the early 13th through to the late 14th centuries, the impressive 
Schattenburg in Feldkirch was the seat of the Counts of Montfort.

■	 The medieval town ensemble in Feldkirch impresses with its covered 
walkways, towers and fortified walls.

■	 The Counts of Montfort also had a residence in Schlins: today’s  
Jagdberg ruins, which hosts summertime open-air events.
